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Ontario Connects: Ontario’s High-Speed Internet Plan

The Government of Ontario has committed nearly $4 billion to connect every region in Ontario to reliable, high-
speed internet by the end of 2025.

Program Objectives:

o Facilitate speed of delivery of high-speed internet services and 100% coverage at a minimum service
level of 50/10 Mbps for approximately 700,000 unserved or underserved homes by the end of 2025

e Leverage existing utility infrastructure and rights of way to reduce required subsidies and compress
delivery timelines

e Attract broad market participation of quality counterparties that is inclusive of smaller and local players

e Ensuring infrastructure lasts and can be upgraded as needed

Infrastructure Ontario is launching an innovative procurement process to support accelerated broadband
expansion in the Province. This process will enable Internet Service Providers (ISPs) to bid for provincial
subsidies through a series of reverse auction events, with winning bids meeting the defined coverage and
deployment requirements at the most reasonable price.
